Two 

assassins disguised as policemen and a 

further two dressed as civilians came to 

Moran’s warehouse where seven of his 

lieutenants were waiting for the deliv-

ery. The four killers told them line up 

against a wall and then shot them all 
dead in cold blood except for Franck 

Gusenberg who died 3 hours later. His 

last words were: “No one, nobody shot 

me” as even dying he respected his 

code of silence. 

 

Moran was very lucky as he arrived at 

the warehouse late that day and when 

he saw the “policemen” thought it best 

to wait at a coffee shop while his lieu-

tenants were arrested. Al Capone’s 

plot failed!
